The Rosbergs adapted their ministry to adults, which is called The Great 
Marriage Experience, to The Great Relationship Experience as a way of 
equipping schoolchildren with outstanding biblical teaching on relationships.  
Christian publishers are also interested in adapting TGRE for use in churches.   
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Is TGRE a program?   
Trick question.  TGRE really isn’t a “program,” per se, but it’s easier in writing to 
refer to TGRE as a program.  TGRE is really an “experience.”  You will be 
building a common vocabulary and creating a “culture” of biblical relationships at 
your school.  You are essentially teaching “mental models” of great relationships.  
Effective integration of the teaching in multiple venues makes TGRE as natural 
as driving a stick-shift vehicle after 30 years of practice.   
 
Is this just another curriculum that we’ll have to find time to integrate into 
our already busy daily schedule? 
TGRE is not another curriculum program.  It’s a multi-year experience that is 
meant to be embedded into the fabric of your school’s culture.  Teachers are 
provided with various resources that they may utilize whenever they see fit in the 
classroom.  The program is designed to use teachable moments to drive home 
the concepts.  Everything in the program is easy-to-use, clearly defined, and 
concise.  It’s important to utilize the larger setting of chapel, small groups, 
assemblies, to reinforce the message and create a culture of godly relationships 
in your school. 
 
Can we start TGRE any time? 
We’ve designed the program to start in September or January.  TGRE is a multi-
year experience with new and fresh content every month.  These two months 
help to create a fresh start and will be a good time to kick-off the experience. 
 
What grade levels?   
K-8 at this time, but may be adapted for the secondary level. 
 
Why TGRE at the elementary level at this time?   
In its current format, TGRE principles seem to work best in the elementary 
school.  George Barna’s Christian research indicates that children are most 
impressionable up to the age of 9, so teaching about relationships at the 
elementary level is an urgent proposition.  Once those values are set, most 
people do not waver from their value system.   
 
Can TGRE be developed at the Early Education, junior high, and high 
school levels?   
Definitely!  The vision for TGRE is for developmentally-appropriate pre-school, 
junior high, and high school versions.    
 
Can we get the lesson plans and monthly information all at once? 
The monthly keys follow a nine-month schedule.  America’s Family Coaches 
provides the monthly schedule of topics and then sends you all the information 
you need for that particular month, one month in advance.  Because the material 
is written fresh for each month, America’s Family Coaches is unable to offer the 
information all at once. 
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What’s an X-Claim?   
A unique X-Claim is used for each theme.  For instance, “GUARD YOUR 
HEART” is the X-Claim for the study of boundaries in TGRE.  An X-Claim is a 
pithy phrase which allows everyone in the school community to quickly 
remember and visually reinforce the theme.   
 
What resources are available to our school as we prepare for 
implementation of TGRE?   
Implementation guides and other print resources – including the Rosbergs’ books 
– are available to support TGRE teaching.  Current TGRE school officials are 
available to assist you and answer any of your questions at any time. 
 
How are the teachers and other staff members involved in TGRE?   
Teachers gain access to the America’s Family Coaches electronic materials and 
print resources.  They are provided suggested curriculum for each of the six 
keys.  They are able to take advantage of teachable moments after learning 
about the keys.  They oversee student chapels centered on the keys.  Teachers 
interact with students and parents with the common language of TGRE. 
 
How are the parents and guardians involved in TGRE?   
Parents gain access to AFC electronic materials, and are able to purchase print 
resources or register for “live” AFC events.  Parents are encouraged to go on a 
“Date with a Purpose,” focusing each month on the theme as a couple.   Parents 
are expected to regularly engage their children in provided Tabletalk questions 
for mealtime discussions about the themes.  Parents will also receive the 
information their children are being taught in the lesson plans for each month’s 
key so they are better able to interact with their kids on each topic. 
 
How should the school effectively deal with single parents?   
The school should be sensitive to all communication about TGRE, so no single 
parent feels excluded as a result of language or teaching.  Obviously, single 
parents are in family and friend relationships, so the TGRE keys still apply to 
them, and many single parents are also seeking marital relationships which 
should be characterized by the keys of TGRE.   
 
How would the school effectively deal with the issue of divorce?   
Again, the school should be sensitive in communication to this portion of the 
school population.  Divorce obviously divides families, but TGRE can bring a 
sense of unity to a family affected by divorce.  TGRE hopefully assists students 
in proactively seeking mates who will be characterized by the keys to godly 
relationships.   
 
How are the students involved in TGRE?   
Students focus on God and the keys to biblical relationships in chapel, during 
class, in hallways, on the playground, while participating in sports, when 
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discussing Tabletalk questions at mealtime, and at teachable moments.  TGRE 
integrates the keys to godly relationships in all facets of the student’s life.   
 
How can we build excitement about and ownership of TGRE in our school 
community?   
Start TGRE today!  Buy and hang banners!  Purchase and wear wristbands and 
t-shirts.  Give teachers an extra “jean day” during the month if they wear their 
TGRE t-shirts.  Center chapel messages around the TGRE themes.  Write 
frequently in newsletters about TGRE.  Share powerful TGRE testimonials.  Be 
intentional about making TGRE a major aspect of your school (without 
overselling or overstating the efficacy of TGRE). 
 
How will our school fund TGRE?   
Certain donors are drawn to such an object of their investment in your school.  
Churches could choose to support the program, which would benefit the 
relationships and cultures of their churches.  Advertising co-ops could be used.  
Buying TGRE t-shirts and wristbands and selling them to students, staff, and 
parents will help to recoup some costs.   
 
Why are we charged for the program during the summer months? 
The price for the licensing fee was calculated based on your enrollment size and 
then divided by 12 for ease of automatic debits to your bank account or credit 
card.  It also makes it more affordable to break it down to a monthly fee over 12 
months. 
 
Can the licensing fee be applied to multiple schools within our district? 
No.  Each school must purchase a licensing fee for its own school based on that 
school’s enrollment size.  If you have two or more campuses, each school must 
join individually. 
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
